Wholeness begins with what is still present.
- Action: Name one strength that survived loss.
Let it settle in the core.

== 4. Release the Need to Reclaim

The body heals forward, not backward.
- Action: On the exhale, let go of one expectation of return.
Make space for a new configuration.



= 5. Nourish the New Whole

Gaia integrates through care, not force.
- Action: With one inhale, say inwardly: “For Hungary.”
With one exhale: “For wholeness.”

This nation belongs to the Solar Plexus Matrix of Gaia and to the Digestive System of the
planetary body — the matrices that govern identity, assimilation, and the transformation of
loss into coherence.

Together, these systems form the integrative intelligence of Gaia — the capacity to remain
whole after fragmentation, to digest grief without hardening, and to nourish life even when
parts have been taken away.
